A city within a city — Burj 19
Tower, due for completion ! !
in 2009, will be the tallest ol
man-made structure ever :
built, at an impressive 800
metres. This captivating
form has been rising up

in the city's skyline since
2004. Commissioned by
Emaar Properties and
designed by Skidmore,
Owings & Merrill (USA), the
tower will offer 500,000m?
of commercial and
residential space, including
the world’s largest shopping
mall and a penthouse, .
where Zip HydroTap has
been specified.
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London

Located on the south

bank of the river Thames,
close to Tower Bridge, City
Hall is home to the Mayor
of London, the London
Assembly and the Greater
London Authority. Designed
by Foster + Partners, City
Hall covers 17,000m? over
ten floors. An exceptional
architectural concept,

the building is a striking
structure of rounded glass
that stands slightly skewed
to one side. The purpose of
the rounded shape was to
reduce the building’s total
surface area, thereby also
reducing energy use.

The Optus Centre Sydney
is the largest corporate
campus in Australia,
consisting of six buildings
placed asymmetrically
around a landscaped
green. The site, located

at Sydney’s Macquarie
Park, includes 7.6 hectares
of landscaped grounds,
with 84,000m? of office
space, accommodating
6500 employees. This
cutting-edge project was a
collaboration between Rice
Daubney (base buildings)
Hassell (interior design)
and Anton James Design
(landscape architect).

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Frankfurt

Dresdner Bank’s ‘Silver
Tower' in Frankfurt,
Germany, so named for its
aluminium smooth lined
facade, stands at 166
metres and consists of
32 floors. The building,
designed by Berlin-based
ABB Architekten, boasts
a gallery with floor to
ceiling windows on the
top floor wrapping
around an auditorium

and conference room.

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London

The world's first
environmentally sustainable
office tower and the second
tallest building in London,
St Mary Axe, popularly
known as ‘The Gherkin’
stands at an impressive 180
metres. The iconic 41 storey
building, commissioned

by Swiss Re-Insurance

and designed by Foster

+ Partners, uses half the
power of a normal office
tower thanks to a shaft
system that effectively
creates a massive double
glazing effect.

Woodside Plaza was
designed by architects
Kann Finch and is located
in the heart of Perth’s CBD.
Its rectangular form has
staggered cubes that step
back from the street, almost
like stacked building blocks.
The facade is clad in steel
and glass, providing an
abundance of natural light
within. The building consists
of 48,000m? of office
space, meeting rooms, an
auditorium, gymnasium

and parking for oil and gas
company Woodside Energy.

Designed by Sydney-based
architect Virginia Kerridge,
the Bower Street house

is built to make the most
of magnificent views over
Fairy Bower beach in
Sydney’s Manly. Finishes in
beech over all three levels,
including an operable door,
timber decking and even
touches in the bathroom,
connect the spaces
visually, in addition to the
connection provided via
views throughout.

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Taipei

Designed by CY.Lee &
Partners, Taipei 101 was
the world's tallest building
until 2007 when Burj Tower
(Dubai) overtook it. Standing
at 509 meters including a
60 metre spire, the award-
winning building contains
4,125,000m? of floor space.
The tower is considered
postmodern, combining
both Asian modern and
traditional elements. The
name 101 reflects the
district's mailing code as
well as the number of floors.
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Melbourne

The Bio21 Molecular
Science and Biotechnology
Institute is located at the
University of Melbourne and
was designed by architects
Designinc and built by
Baulderstone Hornibrook.
The open layout of this
multi-disciplinary facility
supports the culture of the
building, where students
and researchers are able to
interact and learn. Bio21 is
characterised by a stunning
atrium featuring multiple
curving rooms that appear
suspended in space.

Changi T3 was designed by
Australian firm Woodhead

International in conjunction
with Wilson & Associates
in Singapore.

The centre
boasts three convention
halls, linked through
operable walls, allowing

for a number of different
configurations, depending
on the event.

The Blue Fin Building

in Southwark, London,

so named for its facade

of 2000 aluminum fins

that keep the building

cool, houses the new
headquarters for IPC
Media. Architects Allies

and Morrison worked in
conjunction with Bennett
Interior Design and ISG

on the building. As well as
the distinctive blue facade,
design features include a
huge glass atrium and an
external landscaped terrace
with views over the Thames.

The Horizon Apartments
was designed by Australian
architectural luminary, the
late Harry Seidler. One of
Sydney'’s first designer high
rise apartment buildings,
Horizon has balconies in
Seidler's signature wave
shape. Located in Forbes
Street, Darlinghurst, the
building consists of 43
floors and 260 apartments,
many of which include a
Zip HydroTap. The tower
was designed to take full
advantage of its exceptional
harbour outlook, including
the Sydney Opera House
and Harbour Bridge.
